Global giving can be an uphill battle for donors — complying 
with U.S. law is a complex process that often requires funds to 
be funneled through a third party. And yet, interest in supporting 
foreign charities is growing. Donors want to change the world for 
the better, but do it efficiently and with the confidence that their 
donation is meeting a critical need.

How NPT makes it happen:

When donors wish to grant funds to a specific foreign entity rather 
than a U.S.-based charity, NPT goes right to the source. Our staff 
works to fulfill donors’ objectives exactly as they envision and 
without third-party mediation. 

Step 1 – Grant Recommendation. 

The NPT staff ensures that the language and description of the grant 
purpose accurately reflect the donor’s intentions.

Step 2 – Grantee Due Diligence.

Once the grant recommendation is approved, NPT relies on its 
professional expertise and decades of experience to handle the lengthy 
due diligence process. This includes:

• �Explanation of the process and reporting requirements  
to the grantee

• �Research and profiling of the grantee from available public 
domain sources

• Analysis of responses to the organization questionnaire
• �Review of the organization’s governance and financial 

documents
• Analysis of the U.S. Office of Foreign Asset Control list
• �Determination of specialized currency or transaction 

requirements of the host country

Step 3 – Ongoing Monitoring and Compliance.

The grantee provides narrative and financial reports to NPT 
throughout the established grant period in order to ensure that the 
funds have been used for their intended purpose.

If a grant cannot be made directly, NPT will find alternative ways to 
fulfill the grant purpose. This can be accomplished either through the 
U.S.-based affiliates of international charitable institutions or through 
NPT’s strategic partnerships with organizations who act as intermediaries 
between donors and global philanthropic causes.

In response to a great need for basic medical equipment in 
her home country of Argentina, an NPT donor recommended 
a grant in the amount of $16,500 to Hospital Jose Maria 
Penna. Located in one of Buenos Aires’ poorest  communities, 
this grant helped purchase two ultrasound transducers for 
the hospital’s Neonatology, Cardiology and Gastroenterology 
Departments. Working with NPT, the donor was able to 
facilitate this grant and help improve the lives of thousands 
of patients.  
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
